•	 It is so easy to be telling a story at the nurses’ station with several teammates  
	 around and voices get louder and louder and we don’t notice it – BUT – the  
	 patient does!

•	 It is so easy to be laughing at a joke told between teammates and our voices  
	 escalate and we don’t notice it – BUT – the patient does!

Please remind each other of the importance of monitoring our volume especially 
when we are in patient-centered areas of our system and with particular focus on our 
inpatient areas.  Together we can provide a quiet and comfortable environment for 
our patients as they heal and recover from their health concerns, thus creating truly 
satisfied and loyal patients as a result of their experience with us!
