Delta Medical Society Hosts  
Semi-Annual Meeting

Delta Medical Society met for their 
semi-annual meeting at 6:00PM on 

Wednesday, April 8th at the Greenwood 
Country Club. The event was well attended 
with over 80 physicians and guests present 
for the meeting and CME credits!

 Guest speakers at this meeting were Mr. 
Will Crump and Dr. J. Patrick Barrett. Mr. 
Crump is a Legislative Assistant in the office 
of United States Senator Thad Cochran. 
Mr. Krump has worked in health policy and 
appropriations for Senator Cochran since 
2005. In addition to health care, his portfolio 
includes labor, housing, and veterans affairs.

 Dr. Pat Barrett is a Jackson spine surgeon 
now serving as President of the Mississippi 
State Medical Association. He took office 
in June 2008. He is Board Certified in 
orthopedic surgery, and in addition to his 
private practice, he has been Chief of Staff 
and Chief of Surgery at St. Dominic-Jackson 
Memorial Hospital, a consultant for the 
Scoliosis Clinic for Mississippi Crippled 
Children’s Service, and President of Central 
Mississippi Medical Society.

 The Delta Medical Society was founded in 
the early 1920’s and serves seven counties 
as a regional arm of the American Medical 
Association (AMA). These counties are 
Bolivar, Washington, LeFlore, Yazoo, 

Sunflower, Sharkey, and Humphreys. There 
are approximately 150 physician members of 
the Society. The Society meets for discussion 
of both political and scientific issues and 
review. Recent meetings have focused on 
tort reform concerns and the latest focus has 
been statewide issues that affect the medical 
community. The meetings are rotated semi-
annually amongst Greenville, Cleveland, 
Indianola, and Greenwood. To be a member 
of Delta Medical Society you must be a 
member of the AMA and the MSMA.

John Turner – Secretary, Dr. Michael Mansour, 
Dr. Katherine Patterson, Dr. Charles Brock, 
Dr. Carlton Gorton, Dr. Danny Jackson, and 
also Dr. Mack Gorton serving as the Trustee 
for District One.

 The next semi-annual meeting will be held on 
Wednesday, October 14th, in Greenville. The 
location has yet to be determined.
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In the coming weeks the 
Health Care Foundation 

of the Tri-State Delta 
will have a new identity 
as a separate non profit 
organization. With the 
formation of this structure, 
there will be a separate 
Board of Directors that 
will assist in setting 

direction and policy. The priority project for the Foundation will be 
the $240 million Capital Campaign for the new hospital. However, the 
Foundation will now also involve itself in other fundraising and grant 
projects that will benefit DRMC. The sole purpose of the Foundation is 
to raise money for Delta Regional Medical Center.

As the Foundation moves from the Development Office Structure to a 
separate non-profit, it is important to note that much has been done to 
prepare for the complex and logistical aspects of the Capital Campaign. 
Staff has been hired, software has been installed for tracking all types 
of donations, both community and staff surveys have been conducted 
to ascertain feelings about a new hospital, promotional and sales 
products are now taking final shape that tell the compelling story of 
the Tri-State Delta and over 100 potential donors have been placed into 
our tracking system including some 25 very high profile individuals 
and foundations. Meetings have also begun with a few of these high 

profile parties. 
Relationships are 

also now being developed with the states of La and Ark.

It is important to note that a major decision has been made to develop 
the access road to the new hospital property and construct a medical 
office building as part of Phase I. Funding for this phase is looking 
good and final word is anticipated in the very near future. With 
this construction, there will be excitement and interest from other 
potential business partners. The other infra structure roads such as 
the extension of Colorado Street are planned for completion through 
Economic Stimulus Funds. The Foundation staff and many within 
DRMC have worked hard to make this a reality. It is exciting. Taking 
these baby steps one at a time will pay big dividends. 

Under the new Foundation structure, the Silent Phase of the Capital 
Campaign will take about a year and a half where approximately 75% 
of the funds will be raised. The Foundation will go nationally for major 
high profile givers. Following the Silent Phase, the Campaign will move 
into a Public Phase for about a year or so where there will be a lot of 
publicity, meetings and asking for local support. In all the Campaign 
could last 3 to 4 years. 

Finally, we would ask all to recognize our Capital Campaign Theme, 
“Partners in HealthCare for the Tri-State Delta”. This reflects our 
intension to be a provider in the new hospital for the entire Mississippi, 
Louisiana and Arkansas Delta. It also shows our desire to establish 
major relations with these states in an effort to see the new hospital 
become a reality. 

The Foundation office is located at 115 Starling Street across from 
DRMC West Campus.

Opened in 2000, Delta Regional Wound Healing Center 
has been recognized as a leading provider of state-of-the-

art care for chronic wounds with the Front Runner Award. 
The Wound Healing Center was honored for maximizing its 
resources to meet the growing need of its community.  Denise 
Wright, RN, Clinical Nurse Manager accepted the award at the 
company’s recent awards ceremony.

The Wound Healing Center specializes in treatment for those 
suffering from diabetic foot ulcers, pressure ulcers, infections, 
compromised skin grafts and flaps, and wounds that have 
not healed within 30 days.  Other services include disease 
management and diabetes care.  Chronic wounds often affect 
the health of the elderly and people living with vascular disease 
and diabetes.

One of the highly specialized treatments offered at the center 
is hyperbaric oxygen therapy which works by surrounding 
the patient with 100 percent oxygen at higher than normal 
atmospheric pressure to increase the amount of oxygen in 
the patient’s blood and promote healing from the inside out. 

In addition to tissue oxygenation, the Wound Healing Center 
also employs the use of vascular studies, tissue culturing and 
pathology, revascularization, skin grafting and clinical or 
surgical debridement.
